First Movement

Seek the Lord while He may be found, call upon Him while He is near.

Praise
· Take a moment to consider the Lord’s nearness to you right now.
· How has He shown you that He is near to you, personally, lately?
· Share with Him the thoughts and feelings that are arising in you. Spend time praising God for His faithfulness to you in this season.
· If you are struggling to think of ways, consider the past, and
thank Him again for what He did then. Thank Him that He
is near even when you do not feel Him or see it.
· Consider the ways He is working in your life, in our church, and in your community.
· Acknowledge these to the Lord and thank Him!

Declaration
· We are the children of a Trustworthy God who always keeps His promises. Sometimes, we need to take a moment to remember, pray and declare His promises to us.
· Ask the Lord to remind you of one (or a few) promises that He makes in Scripture to His children who have believed in Jesus for Salvation.
· As this (or these) comes to your heart and mind, thank the Lord that He will fulfill these, and declare it, as you feel led.
· Declare your intention to seek and call upon the Lord, by grace.

Rest
· Take a few minutes to simply breathe and rest in God’s presence.



Second Movement

Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts; let him return to the Lord, and He will have mercy on him; and to our God, for He will abundantly pardon.

Confession
· Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal any areas of sin in your life, anything that is holding you back from Loving God and others.
· These could be thoughts, behaviors, biases, selfishness, heart idols you look to for comfort or help more than Him.
· Confess these to our merciful God and then receive His forgiveness by the blood of Jesus! He freely pardons.

Consecration
· What is the Heavenly Father revealing to you? What is He asking you to forsake?
· Perhaps, He is even revealing harmful or unhelpful habits He wants you to break that have been holding you back. Ask Him for help to resist these things, and make new habits, by His strength.
· With your whole being, verbally consecrate yourself to the Lord - your life, your plans, your family, your community

Intercession
· Who needs Jesus right now? 
· Take a moment to pray for your lost loved ones and community who need a revelation of their need for Jesus.
· Pray for our church ministries and community.
· For those teaching and serving in all ministries
· That all who attend feel welcomed, loved, and draw closer to Jesus, no matter where they are in their faith journey
· That the hearts of those that do not yet know Jesus would be softened and their eyes opened to His boundless love and saving grace
Third Movement

Adoration
· Our God is HOLY – totally set apart, perfect, and completely pure. 
· Spend a few minutes adoring Him for who He is.
· Express your adoration to Him. You could do this verbally, through writing or drawing, or through song.
· Acknowledge the ways that you have not seen Him rightly and ask Him to give you a fresh revelation of who He is through His Word and His people.

Surrender
· We all desire to see renewal of the Church and awakening in New England once again. We all have hopes and ideas of what it may look like. Now is the time to lay all of our ideas, perspectives and desires at the feet of King Jesus, and say “only YOU know, Lord, and we trust your knowledge more than ours”.
· Take a few moments to ask the Lord for humility. Is there a part of the Body of Christ that you need to learn more about and pray for?
· Are you open to what He may be asking you to surrender in order to walk more closely with Him, and live more like Him?
· Finish this sentence: “Lord Jesus, I surrender…”

Thanks
· Close your time with a prayer of thanks to the Lord for meeting with you.
